Dear Parishioners of St James, 

This year we will be embarking on a Parish Stewardship Renewal 
Program.  It is the second such program we have conducted 
since 2016. 

We are inviting you and existing parishioners to help create a 
vision for the future and reignite our connection with the church through the 
launch of our Stewardship Renewal Program. 

This process consists of three steps:

With the many 
changes and challenges we face in life, may we remain focused and hold 
fast to what is true and not lose the hope of peace. 

STEWARDSHIP RENEWAL PROGRAM 2022ðPAVING THE FUTURE 

This Sunday we celebrate the 20th Sunday in Ordinary Time.  Jesus tells his 
disciples that he has come to set the world on fire! The coming of the Holy 
Spirit on Pentecost Sunday, in a shape that looked like fire, reminds us of 
the strength of the Spirit in our midst. Jesus prays for his Church that the fire 
of the Holy Spirit may purify it. 

This fire of the Spirit challenges the way we participate in the world around 
us and often might put us in conflict even with those in our own families. The 
question Jesus puts in front of us is who do we put first in life: God or those 
around us? 

Joseph De Piro was clear who he put first, even when his mother begged 
him to spend the night in the family mansion, he refused and preferred to 
stay in the poor residence occupied by the members of his little society of St 
Paul.
